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Tests ability to: Use language for Self-Presentation

Candidates are required to speak for 2 minutes by
asking their partner basic open-ended questions
and respond accordingly with the aim of getting
to know each other better.

Example: What's your name? Where are you from?
What are your hobbies? etc.

Assessment of English Level

To use relevant vocabulary

To form questions in correct tenses

To develop elaborative answers

Tests ability to: Speak at length by using language /
to describe, compare, reason and ,
comment on provided picture.

Candidates are required to select 1 out of 2 given ‘
pictures and talk about it for 3 minutes in a dialogue \
form. Both candidates should give as much information §
about the picture i.e. describe what can be seen,
speculate what is happening and share opinions.

Note: Candidates are given 20 seconds to ook and N -
decide on which picture both agree to talk about.

Tests ability to: Use language to discuss, express
opinion, agree or disagree in a
3-way conversation.

Examiner would ask a general topic related to
picture described and candidates are required to
discuss their perspectives or opinion on topic.

Example: Picture to describe people working in
different type of office environments.

Question: What do you think is more important,
N\ a good salary or being passionate about
- o your job? Why do you think so?
